In partnership with Arizona Public
Service Company (APS), New
Directions Institute for Infant Brain
Development recently expanded its
programs across the state, bringing
one-hour and four-hour “Wired for
Success” Workshops to Show Low,
Prescott, Flagstaff, Apache Junction,
Yuma and Tucson. Trainers are
available in each location to reach
out to new and expectant parents
and childcare providers with the
important information about how
an infant’s brain develops and the
simple steps that parents and
caregivers can take to ‘wire up’
their babies’ brains for success.

“Since our merger with Arizona’s
Children Association, we have been
focused on expanding the reach of
our information and programs to
parents and caregivers across the
state,” said Dr. Jill Stamm, director of
New Directions Institute for Infant
Brain Development. “We have now
trained enthusiastic and dedicated
trainers across the state who are
ready to reach out to parents and
caregivers with important informa-
tion about the far-reaching effects

of quality interactions with infants
and toddlers in the early years.”

$500 to $10,000 with corresponding
donations to families.

According to Janice Decker, state
director for March of Dimes Arizona
Chapter, “Many of our supporters
suggested that rather than receiving
incentive gifts based on their
donations that we use those funds
to help local moms and babies. This
partnership with Arizona’s Children
Association and K-mart affords our
supporters the satisfaction of
knowing their fundraising efforts
are doing double duty — helping
March of Dimes and local families
in need.”

Comes to The Parent Connection

Books and reading time are some of the most valuable
gifts you can give your children. In recognition of the
importance of reading to children every day and the
difficulty and expense for some families to build their own
home libraries, the Read to Me, Tucson! partnership has
kicked off the Blue Book House Project. The partnership
will distribute more than 15 Blue Book Houses with gently
used books to Tucson area community centers and social
services offices where families frequently visit. In celebra-
tion of “Love of Reading Week" in February, a Blue Book
House was stationed at The Parent Connection.

The wooden “Blue Book Houses” are approximately 14"
deep, 36" wide and 20" high, designed and built by IBM
employees in Tucson to house gently used books that can
be taken home and enjoyed by families who visit The
Parent Connection.

“In 2005, 48% of Arizona’s fourth grade students scored
below the basic reading level, a rate of underperformance
that is 10% higher than the national average. We know
that many of Tucson’s children are not being properly
exposed to books before they begin school. The Blue
Book House Project is a great step forward to ensuring our
children’s future success,” says Dr. Mary Jan Bancroft,
executive director of Make Way For Books, a member of
the Read to Me, Tucson! Partnership.

“We are so pleased to offer these books to our families

at no charge,” adds The Parent Connection director Kim
Metz. “This will bring the benefits of reading with their

children home for many of our families.”
